GLOBAL CAMPAIGN FOR FREE EXPRESSION

ARTICLE 19 has released a new publication, the “Guide for a campaign in favour of the
right to access to information in Latin America’ on its website, in English, Spanish and
Portuguese.

Produced in the framework of ARTICLE 19's Regional Project “Latin America: Greater
Transparency and Access to Information” and the Project “Promoting Access to Information in
Brazil”, the Guide aims to be a one-stop, definitive information point for anyone with an interest
in promoting legislation on access to information, particularly in the Latin American region, but
also elsewhere.

Written in a manner that is accessible for non-experts, the Guide addresses the importance and the
definitions of freedom of information, includes international standards on access to information,
the key elements of an access to information law and an interactive map with an overview of
pending and existing legislation in Latin American countries. The Guide also describes the steps
to take to organise a campaign on access to information, outlines the role of NGOs in
implementing access to information and includes a list of relevant publications for further reading
on the topics.
